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Protocol Procedures for Prospective Partaking of Provisions at 

Participating Picturesque Places 
i.e. Reciprocal Yacht Clubs 

 

With our Yacht Club year underway and the prospect of lots of days to be spent on the water and enjoying our Lake, 
it seems a good time to also remind members about a few of the nice opportunities we have to see how other yacht 
clubs enjoy their facilities and their patch of water. As members of SCYA (Southern California Yachting Association) 
several yacht clubs have extended reciprocal privileges to the members of LMVYC for the year 2012.  

 

A few things to remember if you visit another yacht club and plan to visit the bar or have wine with your meal:  Be 
sure to have your current LMVYC membership card with you and to sign in at the front desk. Some clubs will have 
duty officers on hand to sign you in and in bigger clubs, when the office is closed, there will be a log book left out for 
visitors to sign because, as most clubs have ñprivate clubò bar licenses, everyone drinking must be a member, a 
guest of a member, or an authorized guest. The ABC does make surprise visits to check. If the club is not in compli-
ance and a nonmember or unregistered guest has been allowed to drink alcoholic beverages, the club can lose its 
license ï itôs happens!   

 

Being courteous and observing another clubôs house rules will enhance LMVYCôs reputation and make us welcome 
whatever club we visit.  For fun you might try to rapidly recite the title above before you drive home! 

  

Not all Clubs have food and beverage service and those that do may only operate on weekends. Calling ahead to 
find out when theyôre open is always a good idea. Check out the bulletin board in the Clubroom for more additions 
which may have come in since this list was printed. The list will be updated from time to time in the newsletter.

The first sailing event of the year, our annual informal óshake out your sails and check the rigging regattaô, 
went off smoothly on January 22. Very smoothly, smooth as glass! Hardly a ripple on the water at first, 
but eight boats showed up anyway in spite of, or maybe because of forecasts of possible rain showers, 
maybe hoping for some accompanying blustery wind. Even the race committee showed up prepared for 
some cold wet weather, with warm jackets and rain gear. But, we had sunshine, blue skies and unfortu-
nately, little wind, not good weather for racing. Boats carrying crew had a particularly hard time in the light 
shifty air. Very light wind caused skittish zephyrs dancing across the lake like sirens teasing the racers 
from one side of the course to other in a fruitless effort to find a wind slot. There were no official scores 
kept for this regatta, which is normal for these practice races. Turned out to be a good thing as the RC 
boat had to motor up the lake at one point to verbally instruct the sailors to just turn around and come to 
the finish line ï so they could try again. Try to handicap that race! And good sports that they were, the 
racers were soon off the start line, trying again. But after four races the consensus to call it a day won out 
and the racers drifted back to the dock, and called it a day. But all agreed it felt good just to be on the wa-
ter again. And some had had a very good day in spite of the weather ï Jeff Buchman sailed to several 
first place finishes and Jr. S/C Peter Tietz in his C14.2, Prime Time, could hardly believe it when in one 
race, he beat top notch sailor Willi Hugelshofer in his Olympic Finn, boat for boat.
